Our Vision as a network

THE HISTORY OF RELIGIOUS MOVEMENTS FOLLOWS A PATTERN: MAN, MOVEMENT, AND
MONUMENT. THE CHRISTIAN BRETHREN MOVEMENT IGNITED IN 1826 WHEN EDWARD CRONIN,
A RECENT ROMAN CATHOLIC CONVERT, REJECTED DENOMINATIONAL RIVALRY AND, WITH A FEW
OTHERS, BEGAN MEETING IN DUBLIN FOR FELLOWSHIP AROUND THE LORD’S TABLE.

This return to Christian unity and simple worship rapidly spread across the United Kingdom. The early
Brethren's devotion to Scriptures and sacrifice inspired many. By 1851, there were 125 Open Brethren

assemblies, growing to 723 by 1892.

In 1876, the first Brethren assembly formed in Queensland, spreading throughout the region. However,

churches that begin as a movement of God, can quickly become a monument.

But there is hope. Jesus said to the church in Ephesus, “Remember therefore from where you have fallen;

repent and do the works you did at first” (Rev 2:5).

As the Christian Community Churches of Queensland, formerly Christian Brethren, we must repent
and return to Christ. We must ask the Holy Spirit to give us boldness and new ways of presenting the

unchanging message of the gospel in the ever-changing culture and we must be willing to step out in faith

and try new things.

And so, this is my hope for our network, that as we turn back to Jesus, and let go
of pride, he might pour out his Spirit on us so that we might become a healthy,

growing, and multiplying movement. This is the very heart of our vision.
